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Message from Peter Law
It is Easter weekend, and our prayer is that we might see the truth
and reality of the cross more clearly, and be filled with a greater
sight of the glory and majesty of the risen Christ. It is a good time to
remember that it is not enough simply to understand that Christ has
died for our sins and is risen victorious over death. Even to have
great theological insight into all aspects of these truths is not
sufficient.

As the Apostle Paul says, "Knowledge puffs up." (1 Cor 8:1)
Knowledge by itself will make us proud. The aim of spiritual and
biblical knowledge is to lead us to a greater love for God, and an
increased holiness of life, through which he will be honoured and
glorified.

This is what godliness is; it is a life filled with God. A deep
consciousness of the presence and glory of God leads to an
attitude of mind and heart that loves him, longs for his glory, and is
filled with praise and thanksgiving. With that attitude and longing we
live out our daily lives in obedience, hating all that dishonours our
Lord, and desiring to do all that is pleasing to him. If he is glorified,
then we are satisfied.

When Paul speaks of 'Christ formed in us' (Gal 4:19), this is what
he is referring to, that in every way our lives should reflect the love,
character and obedience of the Lord Jesus. In the past the word
'piety’ was often used to focus on this idea. John Calvin describes
piety in this way:

"True piety consists .. in a sinc
ther as much as it fears and reverences Him as Lord, embraces His
righteousness, and dreads offending Him worse than death." Else-
where he says: "I call _piety*® t
which the knowledge of his benefits induces. For until men recog-

nize that they owe everything to God, that they are nourished by his
fatherly care, that he is the Author of their every good, that they

should seek nothing beyond him — they will never yield him willing
service."

| wonder if it is such a love that governs our heart and mind?
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Do our lives reflect such a love for God, through an earnest love for one
another?

Let us pray that such a heart, such a longing, such a passion would fill
each person at West Kilburn over the days and months to come.
